● Provide a simple description of your event / 
performance, a photo, and a 15 second intro video 
(does not need to be professionally made, your 
phone is A-OK)

● Good for: Solo artists, small group acts, first-timers, 
new-comers, virtual performances and smaller in 
person shows.
